	+ Minimum four semesters completed at SZTE or ELTE on departure to USA.

+ Students must still be enrolled at SZTE or ELTE on departure to USA.

	+ Students will attend Bard College, Annandale-on-Hudson, New York, or Trinity College, Hartford, Connecticut.


	+ Minimum TOEFL test score of 600 (written) or 250 (computer-based)
+ Applicants are to take the TOEFL independently and submit their own TOEFL scores as part of their application OR take the TOEFL ITP examination organized by the Kellner Foundation, at a discounted price. 



	
	+ Two recommendations from student’s teachers.
