The scholarship recipients will each receive a tuition
waiver, monthly stipend, and free housing at the international dormitory. The field of
study is open.

Failure to enroll full-time (15 units per semester) and maintain a 3.0 GPA for two
consecutive semesters will result in the cancellation of scholarship for the following
semester. Failure to maintain a 3.0 GPA will result in the cancellation of the scholarship
package. If a student withdraws from the university before graduation, the entire amount
of scholarship must be refunded.
